Activities You Can do at Home to Reinforce the

Tkings We are Doing in School ..

Your child’s tedcher, after she has received pictures of all the children, will put together a booklet
for edch student to take home. In this booklet will be the pictures of edch of your child's classmates
and the child's name underneath. Together you and your child can go through this book and
practice saying everyone's name.

We will be learning a Nursery Rhyme each month. This month please practice Jack be Nimble with
your child. Practice jumping over a pretend candlestick!

When you are correcting your child for talking to loud or being rough with da sibling try to use the
same wording as your child's teacher will be using. For example, instead of saying, “Don’t hit your
sister again, say “Keep your hands to 50urself pleo\se" while crisscrossing your arms on your chest, as
if hugging yourself. Or, if a child seems sad about when you will return to pick them up from school,
a common term used by the staff is “Mommy/Daddy will be back after lunch” or “after rest” for
plus class children. This helps a child understand the timing of when he/she will see you again.
